Day 1: (8-hour session)
“Leadership and Tactics for the Female Officer”
Ann Arbor Police Department Deputy Chief, Aimee Metzer, will 
challenge current ideas and trends regarding leadership at every 
level within an organization. Prior to her appointment to Deputy 
Chief, DC Metzer was commander of the Detective Bureau where 
she provided direction and leadership to multiple units including 
LAWNET (Livingston and Washtenaw Narcotics Enforcement 
Team), Computer Forensics Unit, Criminal Intelligence Unit, and 
the unit assigned to the DEA. DC Metzer will conduct teamwork 
and team building exercises as well mastering leadership at every 
level, mentoring and the understanding of organizational power.

Day 2: (8-hour session)
“Officer Down: Self Help/Buddy Care and Rescue” 
Various instructional strategies will be used to better prepare 
an officer to respond tactically, physically, and mentally for an 
injured/downed officer or civilian. Lecture, group debriefs, team 
exercises, and scenario based training will be used to include: 
Practical application of tourniquets, practice and evaluate of 
carry and rescue of options, debrief and discuss challenges of real 
world events. Tourniquets, duty belts and functional attire.

Day 3-4: (16-hour session)
Survival Pistol
Exploring the fine balance between speed vs. accuracy. Review of 
handgun fundamentals, problem solving for equipment, shooting 
platform, delivery, trigger discipline, and manipulation will be
